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Paragraph Writing – PEE in your Paragraphs!

A well-written paragraph will not only introduce a topic but actually say something significant about it.  A formula to writing a strong paragraph follows the PEE acronym.

P

Point – Say something about your topic. If this is a paragraph in an essay, it should relate your thesis and supporting arguments.

E
Evidence/Excerpt – What specific examples or quotes will you use to back up your main argument?  Remember you MUST introduce your quotes and cite them correctly.  
E
Explain – Explain how this evidence relates to your point. Then say why this argument is important to your overall argument (keep your thesis statement in mind).

You may then repeat the E(vidence) and E(xplain) once or twice more to fully develop your argument.  At the end of a body paragraph, be sure to (briefly) revisit the thesis and provide a transitional thought.
